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Procurement Partner Program Guidelines


The goal of the PONCHO Procurement Partner Program is to increase total funds available to the arts by encouraging arts organizations to participate in the procurement process. 
Who Can Participate

· Any arts organization in the state of Washington that is eligible to receive PONCHO funds as outlined in our grant guidelines.
How It Works

· Procurement Partner items must be procured by and/or donated by an arts organization board member.

· PONCHO Board members are strongly encouraged to procure items for the benefit of PONCHO’s unrestricted allocations fund; however, items donated by PONCHO Board members or their immediate families are eligible to be Procurement Partner items.

· Items not originally donated as Procurement Partner items cannot be turned into Partner items in successive years.

· Items originally donated as Procurement Partner items will qualify for the program.  For example: if a board member of your organization donates a fishing trip as a Procurement Partner item, this trip can be donated in the following year as a Procurement Partner item. 

· Items donated directly from the organization such as tickets, backstage passes and memberships are not eligible as Partner items.

The Results

· The participating organization will receive 50% of the proceeds of the successful sale of the item(s).
· Checks will be sent to the organization within 60 days of the Auction.

How To Get Started

Present the opportunity to your board.  Some organizations have found it helpful to designate one board member to coordinate the donations. The Fine Print

· It is the responsibility of the participating organization to confirm eligibility of an item with the PONCHO office, and the “Arts Organization Partner” section of the donation forms must be complete prior to submission.
· PONCHO shall make the final determination of whether an item is eligible for the Procurement Partner program.

· PONCHO reserves the right to accept or reject any donations based on demonstrated or anticipated ability to sell the given item(s) within the format of the annual fundraising auctions.

· PONCHO reserves the right to determine the final placement of the items in the auctions.  There is no guarantee that an item will appear in the Live Auction. 

· PONCHO reserves the right to package items unless specified by the donor.  For Procurement Partner items that are part of a larger package, the beneficiary will receive 50% of only the item they donated to the package. 

· Expenses directly associated with the sale of a donated item (for example, framing or artist commissions) will be deducted from the item’s sale price before the proceeds are split with the participating organization. (For donated artwork, artists can receive 20% of the sale price of their piece if it sells at or above 100% of the stated value, or 10% if it sells for under 100%.)
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
