Lucky Strike Lanes hosts lively benefit for PONCHO’s local arts programs
BELLEVUE, WASH.—June 6, 2008—Call it “pinnovation.” Lucky Strike Lanes, the retro-chic bowling lounge in Bellevue, will soon be auctioning off a line-up of bowling pins so adorned in paint, glaze, color and texture, they look like works of art; that’s because they truly are. This striking affair, Pinned to PONCHO, will be held Thursday, June 26, from 6 to 8:30 p.m. at Lucky Strike Lanes. 
Not your usual canvas, nearly 50 fine artists from around Puget Sound were challenged to compose their creative works on a regulation size, unfinished wood bowling pin, provided by Lucky Strike Lanes. Artists include Karrie Baas, Jean Behnke, Timothy Cross, Sally Ketcham, Layne Kleinart, Christine Kopet, Fulgencio Lazo, Rita Moore, Inge Roberts, Ron Ward and the Whidbey Island Art Gallery, Barbara Yeakel and more. 
The works, currently in the hands of artists, will turn up on display in more than 10 prominent storefronts in Seattle and on the Eastside beginning June 16, leading up to the June 26 auction event. Storefronts include: Bellevue Arts Museum, Chocolate Box, Lincoln Square, Lucky Strike Lanes, Paper Source, Posh on Main, Seattle Art Museum, Sway & Cake, Cypress at the Westin Hotel in Bellevue, Woodmark Hotel and more.
The 23,000 square-foot Lucky Strike Lanes holds a special commitment to supporting and bolstering the works of fine artists. It uses its dozens of plasma screens throughout the Bellevue space and all 18 locations nationwide to display rotating works by different artists, and it installs original works throughout the venue’s interior.

All proceeds from the auction will benefit PONCHO’s art organizations, education and outreach programs across Washington State. PONCHO’s mission is dedicated to enriching the quality of life in this region through increasing resources and community support for the arts.
